
 

 

CRITERIA FOR SGA LEADERSHIP SCHOLARSHIP 

 

ONE SCHOLARSHIP PER CLASSIFICATION.  (A, AA, AAA) 

 

A SCHOOL MAY ONLY NOMINATE ONE CANDIDATE.  

 

MUST BE A DUES PAYING SCHOOL TO NOMINATE A CANDIDATE. 

 

SCHOLARSHIPS ARE FUNDED BY MONEY SECURED BY THE SGA. 

 

THE CANDIDATE MUST MEET ALL OF THE FOLLOWING: 

 

1. From a due paying school. 

2. A member of his/her school’s SGA. 

3. A candidate for graduation in the current school year. 

4. A grade point average of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale in a 

traditional curriculum. 

5. An ACT score of at least 23 or SAT score of at least 

1070. 

 

ALL OF THE FOLLOWING MUST BE IN THE AISA OFFICE BY 

MARCH 11, 2026. 

 

1. A list of the candidate’s honors, extracurricular, 

leadership, and athletic achievements. 

2. A short academic recommendation by a faculty member. 

3. A letter of recommendation from the candidate’s 

headmaster. 

4. A copy of the transcript of the ACT and/or SAT scores 

(labels on transcript file). 

 

THE JUDGING FOR THE SCHOLARSHIP WILL BE WEIGHTED IN 

THE FOLLOWING PRIORITY ORDER: 

 

1. Leadership in the candidate’s SGA 

2. Other leadership activities 

3. Academic Record and ACT/SAT scores 

4. Letters of Recommendations 

 

NOTE:  The scholarship will be awarded to the winner as soon 

as he/she provides documentation to the AISA that he/she has 

been accepted by a college or university.  The AISA will mail a 

check to the recipient.  The scholarship amount will be based 

on available funding.
